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Betty’s Little Felt Needle Case 

 
You will need: 
2 pieces of felt in contrasting colours. 
Cut 12” x 4” pieces in both colours. 
Cut 2 pieces 3 ½” x 3” in one of the colours and also cut a heart from this 
same colour. 
Cut a flower (optional) from the other colour. 
 
Method: 
Use three strands of embroidery thread or number 5 Perle throughout. 
Divide one of the pieces of felt into 3 sections (do not cut) 
Place heart in the centre of the middle section, pin, stitch using   
blanket stitch as illustration. 
Place one oblong piece (pocket) at the bottom right of the first section, pin, 
and blanket stitch round three sides. 
Stitch flower shape (optional) to the centre of the remaining oblong, pin the 
pocket in place at the bottom, pin and then stitch down right side only. 
Place the two pieces together right sides out, pin and stitch all the way 
round, catching pocket and oblong piece as you go. 
On the outside sew the ribbon in place down the centre 1/3rd of the way 
along, leaving the remaining ribbon free. 
Place leaves over the start of the ribbon and stitch down. 
Finally add the button, fold into three and wrap the loose ribbon around the 
button to close.
